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2023-24 Uniform & Dress Code  
 
Santa Clarita Christian School requires a basic uniform to assist with facilitating a safe campus, to pursue a conservative 
Christian testimony, and to promote a professional academic atmosphere. The guidelines listed below are in effect for 
both on and off campus activities while students are participating in, or representing, SCCS unless otherwise specified.  

 

General Guidelines 
 

• Clothes must be modest, well-fitting, and in good condition (no holes, rips, or inappropriate writing or images).  
• Students are not permitted to get tattoos and existing tattoos are to be covered at all times.  
• Only current SCCS branded hats & beanies are allowed (they are not to be worn in classes or chapels).  
• Girls may have pierced ears. No other visible body piercings are permitted. Piercings are not permitted on boys. 
• Uniforms may not be altered or inappropriately worn/adjusted. They must be worn as designed.  

 

 Specific Guidelines  
 

Shirts 
• Only approved red, white, or black uniform polo or button-down shirts w/ SCCS logo are permitted.  
• Solid color long or short sleeve T-shirts in red, white, or black may be worn under uniform shirts and dresses. 
• Athletes may wear appropriate SCCS game wear (shirts or jerseys) on approved game days. 

Sweaters, Sweatshirts, Zip-ups & Jackets 
• Only current SCCS branded sweaters and sweatshirts may be worn. Uniform shirt must be worn under. 
• On cold and/or rainy days, non-uniform solid color or patterned jackets are permitted while outside. 

Pants  
• Non-uniform jeans and pants are permitted as long as they meet the general guidelines above. 
• Long jeans and pants may have fringe at the ankles only. 
• Leggings (straight and flared), sweatpants, pajama pants, or joggers are not permitted.  
• Current SCCS issued and branded athletic warmup pants may be worn on approved game days. 

Shorts  
• Only approved Land’s End uniform shorts are permitted. 

Skirts & Dresses (GIRLS) 
• Non-uniform skirts that extend below the knee are approved; slits may not be higher than 2" above the knee.  
• Skirts that only extend to the knee or higher must be Land’s End uniform skirts (unaltered) and cannot exceed 

the 2” above the knee requirement. Shorts or solid color leggings must be worn under. 
• Only Land’s End uniform dresses w/ SCCS logo may be worn.  

Shoes  
• K-6: Closed toed footwear must be worn at all times. Sandals are not permitted in elementary. 
• 7-12: Safe and appropriate shoes or sandals must be worn at all times (no slippers). 

Hairstyles  
• Must be natural and neat (unusual styles or coloring of the hair is not permitted).  
• BOYS: Length should be no longer than the bottom of the collar. Ponytails or “man-buns” are not permitted.    
• BOYS: Modest and well-groomed facial hair is permitted. 

Accessories (GIRLS) 
• Makeup must be conservative, not excessive, and should be avoided in elementary school. 
• No patterned (fishnet, lace, etc.) tights or stockings.
